Points to Ponder
Assurance of Faith

The assurance of faith is the assurance that salvation has become ours. It is
logically subsequent to the primary act of faith. It is an invariable and necessary
consequence of saving faith, if only in the germ form. It is the reflex act of the
primary act of faith. There is some consciousness of passing from death to life.
Even at the lowest ebb, the true Christian is above despair. Though implicit
assurance is invariable, explicit assurance is not always apparent. This may be due
to the lack of maturity of the individual as a Christian. It may be due to negligence
or to perversity in cultivating the fruit of the Spirit. If the assurance is not present
this does not mean that the certainty of conviction regarding Christ as Saviour is
not valid. It does not mean that there need be any question as to the salvation of
the individual, for salvation is not based on the feelings of the believer, but on
Christ’s work appropriated by saving faith.

It is the duty and privilege of the Christian to seek assurance. It is based on
the doctrine of election that teaches that God will keep his own. The doctrine of
election becomes the most comforting of doctrines when this is recognized.
“Wherefore, brethren, give the more diligence to make your calling and election
sure: for if ye do these things, ye shall never stumble: for thus shall be richly
supplied unto you the entrance into the eternal kingdom of our Lord and Saviour
Jesus Christ” (2 Pet. 1:10-11). The ground of assurance is God’s faithfulness, not
ours. The Bible teaches that assurance should be sought, John 10:27-30; Rom. 5:2
-5; 8:15-16, 35-39; 2 Cor. 13:5; Eph. 1:13-14; 4:30; Phil. 1:6; Heb. 6:11, 17-19.

True assurance does not promote pride, but humility, gratitude and holiness
of life. It brings a closer fellowship with God. Only one who is in close fellowship
with God can entertain assurance, and only those who are walking humbly with
God and in holiness can be said to be in close fellowship with him.

The means of gaining assurance include the intelligent understanding of the
nature of salvation and the grounds upon which it rests. As we recognize the real
import of Divine grace that has come to us in the Gospel we can come to
Assurance, of salvation. As we come to understand the gracious covenant love of
God in Christ, and the immutability of his covenant promises we grow in
assurance. Again, as we consider the appropriateness of the Person and work of
Christ to meet all our needs, and the suitability of the Gospel promises to deal
with our sin and guilt, we are encouraged in our sense of assurance. It is as we
recognize that our security is not based on faith nor on experience or feeling, but
on Christ and the sure promise of the Word that we come to the conviction of our
assurance. God gives us direct assistance to encourage our assurance by the gift of
the inward witness of the Holy Spirit with our spitits that we are the sons of God.
“The Spirit himself beareth witness with our spirit, that we are the children of
God.” It is thus as we grow in our understanding of the Gospel, and use the
means of grace that God has provided us in the Word, prayer and sacraments, that
we may expect to grow in assurance.
