Points to Ponder

The Kingdom of God

The first preaching of the New Testament is that of John the Baptist. He
stood at the end of the line of Old Testament prophets. He was aware of the
fact that he was the one going before the King announcing his coming,.
“Repent ye; for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.” He was thus pointing to
the fulfillment of the eschatological [future] hope of the coming of the King,
and of his establishing of his kingdom. John called men to be ready for the
arrival of the King, by repenting.

When Jesus began his preaching, there is a noticeable difference between
his message and that of John. He said, “The time is fulfilled, and the
kingdom of God is at hand. Repent ye, and believe in the gospel.” Note that
Jesus says “the time is fulfilled.” John was pointing to the coming of Jesus
and of the kingdom; Jesus is saying that he has come, and that the kingdom is
thus present. He says elsewhere, “But if I by the Spirit of God cast out
demons, then is the kingdom of God come upon you.” Jesus saw John as
preceding the kingdom, “Verily I say unto you: Among them that are born of
women there hath not arisen a greater than John the Baptist: yet he that is
but little in the kingdom of heaven is greater than he.” “We may say,
therefore, that Jesus himself ushered in the kingdom of God whose coming
had been foretold by the Old Testament prophets.”

New Testament usage identifies the preaching of the kingdom and the
preaching of the gospel of Christ. Paul is described as, “preaching the
kingdom of God, and teaching the things concerning the Lord Jesus Christ
with all boldness, none forbidding him.” Despite the common references to
the kingdom in the Gospels, it is used less frequently in the epistles. This is
probably due to the identification of the kingdom and the gospel. Further,
the phrase “the Lord Jesus Christ,” implies his lordship over all.

Dispensationalists have sought to make a sharp distinction between the
kingdom of heaven and the kingdom of God. It does not appear that this is
justified. Only Matthew uses kingdom of heaven. He does so in parallel
passages with kingdom of God in the other Gospels. Thus, it is generally
agreed that these are interchangeable terms. The reason for Matthew’s
substitution of “heaven” for “God” no doubt grew out of the fact that he
was writing primarily for Jewish consumption, and that they generally sought
to avoid the use of the Divine name.
