The Lord’s Supper is observed every Sunday as the culmination 
of our  worship service. We invite to the Lord’s Table all those 
who are baptized disciples of Jesus Christ, under the authority of 
Christ and His body, the Church. By eating the bread and wine 
with us as a visitor, you are acknowledging to the elders of this lo-
cal church that you are in covenant with God as an active member 
of a congregation in which the Gospel is faithfully confessed, 
taught, and believed. You also acknowledge that you are a sinner, 
without hope except in the sovereign mercy of God, and that you 
are trusting in Jesus Christ alone for salvation. Non-communing 
children are welcome to come forward with their parents and will 
be acknowledged by the pastor. If you have any doubt about your 
participation, please speak to one of the elders or the pastor before 
or after the service. Note: The inner ring of cups in each commun-
ion tray contains non-alcoholic wine; the outer rings contain wine.

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Points to Ponder 
 

The Church Edifies Its Own Members 

The members of Christ’s body not only speak his Word to those outside 
the church, drawing them into the circle of the saved. They also speak the 
Word to one another. God has given the responsibility of the public 
proclamation of his word of life to those whom he calls to lead the church. 
In Ephesians 4 Paul listed apostles, prophets, evangelists, pastors and 
teachers as God’s gifts to the church. They equip the saints, who along with 
their leaders carry out all the callings of service that God gives to his people. 
Together the congregation of Christ’s body builds itself up as its members 
bring the Word of repentance and the forgiveness of sins to one another 
(Luke 24:46–47). This mutual edification aims at bringing the family of God 
into an ever fuller unity in its faith and knowledge of Christ. Such faith 
signals maturity in us. The restoration of the practice of our humanity, 
measured against Christ’s image of that humanity, anchors life. Immature 
faith can be tossed to and fro, carried about by all sorts of breezes that flow 
through our culture. Human cunning devises the best systems it can for 
charting how to find identity, security, and meaning. All such systems deceive 
their adherents. Only in Christ can the truth about the ultimate source of our 
identity, security, and meaning be found. So believers gather together to 
share Christ’s truth as they practice Christ’s love, growing up in every way 
into Christ, the head of the body. Christ knits us together, and the Holy 
Spirit helps each part to work properly. As a result the body of Christ in the 
congregation and in church bodies grows and upbuilds itself in his love (Eph. 
4:11–16). 

Therefore, believers live together in their churches, suffering with one 
another and rejoicing with one another because they are bound together in 
Christ’s body (1 Cor. 12:12–27).
