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Points to Ponder

Christ the Amen of our Faith

Because God is the object of our faith, we can be utterly sure in trusting him
and his promises. There is no uncertainty here, no “maybe yes, maybe no.” “For
no matter how many promises God has made, they are “Yes’ in Christ. And so
through him the ‘Amen’ is spoken by us to the glory of God” (2 Cor. 1:20). The
Hebrew word amen confesses “that’s the way it is.”” It expresses the confidence
believers have in their utterly faithful God.

This trust in God is, of course, more than “mere knowledge” or “mere
faith.” “Mere knowledge” is possible in regard to things that make little
difference to us. We can have “mere faith” or a purely intellectual recognition of
the fact that Augustus Caesar ruled the Roman Empire some two millennia ago.
It is impossible, however, to have “mere faith” in a person. The emotional
aspects of the personal relationship demand more than purely intellectual
knowledge of another person. Above all, when the one who claims to be Creator
of all life says, “I love you,” the reaction of “mere faith” is not possible. God’s
approach to us in the death and resurrection of Christ may cause sinners to laugh
or to flee from such an absurd claim. It may cause sinners to quake in fear before
a God who found it necessary to die for us. But “mere knowledge” or “mere
faith™ in reaction to God’s message will turn quickly to an emotional reaction of
one kind or another. God turns it to loving trust.

Thus, simply at the word of Jesus the official from Capernaum “believed the
word that Jesus spoke to him,” confident that Jesus’ promise of healing for his
son was reliable (John 4:46-54 RSV). The centurion at Capernaum was not used
to relying on other people; he was used to being in charge. But he had
confidence that Jesus” word would be reliable. He said to Jesus, “Say the word.”
That was sufficient for him (Luke 7:1-10). The Canaanite woman was not even
put off by Jesus’ silence or the disciples’ nastiness. She trusted that Jesus would
want to throw her at least a crumb. Jesus did, with admiration for her faith (Matt.
15:21-28). All who trust in him join these believers and Paul in confessing, even
when suffering tests faith, “I know whom I have believed, and I am sure that he
is able to guard until that Day what has been entrusted to me” (2 Tim. 1:12
