Ap o st | e sighan érlyestatément of Christian belief, known as a creed or

widely used by a number of Christian denominations for both liturgical and catect
ical (instructional) purposes. Although not actually written by the apostles, The Ay
tles' Creed is esteemed as an example of the apostles' teachings and a defense
Gospel of Christ.

Louis Bourgeois (c. 1510 to 1560n French composer and music theorist of the Ren-
aissance. He is most famous as one of the main compilers of Calvinist hymn tune
the middle of the 16th century. One of the most famous melodies in all of Christer
dom, the Protestant doxology known as the Old 100th, is commonly attributed to
him.

Martin Bucer (1491 to 1551) a Protestant reformer based in Strasbourg who influenc
Lutheran, Calvinist, and Anglican doctrines and practices. Although originally a m
ber of the Dominican Order, after meeting and being influenced by Martin Luther
1518 he arranged for his monastic vows to be annulled. He then began to work fc
the Reformation and is primarily known for his influence in Strasburg where he
sought to opreach the pure Gospel .o

John Calvin (July 10, 1509 to May 27, 156%) influential French theologian and pas-
tor during the Protestant Reformation. He broke from the Roman Catholic Churct
around 1530. After religious tensions provoked a violent uprising against Proteste
in France, Calvin fled to Basel, Switzerland, where in 1536 he published the first
tion of his seminal theological wonktitutes of the Christian Réligiat year, Cal-
vin was invited by William Farel to help reform the church in Geneva. The city col
cil resisted the implementation of Calvin and Farel's ideas, and both men were e»
pelled. At the invitation of Martin Bucer, Calvin proceeded to Strasbourg, where h
became the minister of a church of French refugees. He continued to support the
reform movement in Geneva, and was eventually invited back to lead its church.
lowing his return, he introduced new forms of church government and liturgy, de-
spite the opposition of several powerful families in the city who tried to curb his al
thority.

The Forme of Prayers - Reformed churches in the sixteenth century used service
books. Ulrich Zwingli, Martin Bucer, and John Calvin all prepared worship forms f
use in the congregations. John Knox, following Calvin, prepared The Forme of
Prayers and subsequently a service book, the Book of Common Order, for use in
Scotland. Liturgical service books were used throughout Switzerland, Germany,
France, Italy, Holland, England, and Scotland. Early on, Puritans welcomed liturg
books, but eventually came to reject them in favor of a perceived liberty that cam
without such printed forms.
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Genevan Psalter - a collection of metrical psalms created under the supervision of Jo
Calvin. Before the Protestant Reformation the singing of the Psalms was genera
done by a select group of performers, not by the entire congregation. John Calvil
understood that the entire congregation was to participate in praising God in the
worship service. Already in his famous work Institutes of the Christian Religion o
1536 he speaks of the importance of the singing of Psalms. Later in Articles for t
organization of the church and its worship in Geneva, January 16, 1537, Calvin v
the following: "it is a thing most expedient for the edification of the church to sing
some psalms in the form of public prayers by which one prays to God or sings Hi
praises so that the hearts of all may be roused and stimulated to make similar pr
and to render similar praises and thanks to God with a common love." For this re
son he wanted to create a song book in a form easily accessible to the people.

John Knox (1514 to 1572)a Scottish clergyman and leader of the Protestant Reform:
tion who is considered the founder of the Presbyterian denomination. Knox led tt
Protestant Reformation in Scotland, in partnership with the Scottish Protestant n
ity. The movement may be seen as a revolution, since it led to the ousting of the
queen regent, Mary of Guise, who governed the country in the name of her youn
daughter, Mary, Queen of Scots. Knox helped write the new confession of faith a
the ecclesiastical order for the newly created reformed church, the Kirk. He conti
ued to serve as the religious leader of the Protestants throughout Mary's reign. Ii
several interviews with the queen, Knox admonished her for supporting Catholic
practices. Eventually, when she was imprisoned and James VI enthroned in her
he openly ridiculed her in sermons. He continued to preach until his final days.

Martin Luther (November 10, 1483 to February 18, 1546) was a German monk, the
gi an, uni versity professor, aut hor ,
ism. 6 He was a church reformer whose
Reformation and changed the course of Western civilization.

Post TenebrasLux-i s a Latin phrase meaning O0A
translated as oLight After Darkness.
and was subsequently adopted as the motto of the entire Protestant Reformatior
even John Calvin's adopted city of Geneva, Switzerland. As a mark of its role in 1

John Merbecke (c. 1510 to c. 1585an English theological writer and musician who
produced a standard setting of the Anglican liturgy. He was employed St. George
Chapel, Windsor, as an organist from about 1541. In 1550 he publiBbe#enisf
Common Praier Natéeinded to provide for musical uniformity in the use of the
First Prayer Book of Edward VI. This set the liturgy togsstimical melodies
partly adapted from Gregorian chant; it was rendered obsolete when the Prayer |
was revised in 1552. It was however rediscovered in the 19th century, and adapt
for the 1662 liturgy are still in use. Marbeck wrote several devotional and controv
sial works of a strongly Calvinistic character, and a number of his musical compc
tions are preserved in manuscript in the British Library, and at Oxford and Cam-
bridge.
